GENERAL RULES

4-H County rules are the same as the state rules.

e 4-H members must actively enrolled in 4-H to enter an exhibit in the 4-H county exhibits.

Check-in for durable exhibits will be August 9 from 9:30 AM to 3:00 PM.

Check-in for fresh-cut flowers and produce will be August 10 from 9:00 AM to 10:00 AM.

Check-in for animals at the Animal Expo will be August 11 from 5:00 PM to 8:00 PM.

In the Arts and Crafts Class (Class BCA), only one item per lot number may be entered. For

example: one leather item (Lot 6), one ceramic item (Lot 2), wood carving/engraving (Lot 12), &

etc. Additional items will be for display only.

e Items must be picked up from 4:15-5:15 PM on August 13.

e If an exhibit receives a State Fair sticker please bring the item to the Extension office on Thursday,
September 1, 2011 from 9:00 AM to 2:00 PM. They will be taken to the State Fair the following day
for exhibit. Produce is entered on a different day so exhibitors of produce will need to take their
own produce to the State Fair.

The following are requirements for 4-H member participation:

e 4-H members must have been in the 3" grade through the 12" grade on January 1 of the exhibit
year

e 4-H members must be enrolled in the project in which the exhibit is entered

e 4-H members will be allowed to enter more than one exhibit per class, but no more than one
exhibit per lot within the class. Exceptions to this rule are Food Preservation (3 bottles of different
fruit and three bottles of different vegetables are allowed), Animal Expo, and Gardening.

¢ 4-H members will be allowed an unlimited number of total entries

Service Project — (For general service projects, see Class AG.) May included a variety of textile
items as part of a service sewing project, including but not limited to: toys, blankets, caps, mittens,
and clothing items. Include a brief description of the service project — this may be done on a 3x5
index card, or of a length no longer than one page, attached to the item(s).
